Corrections Journal 
· From March 31, 2016 to February 9, 2017, the editors have received 36 articles.  They have accepted 18 articles, conditionally accepted 1 article, rejected six articles, and have nine articles awaiting reviewer scores.   following has occurred:
· The first edition of the journal was published in March 2016.  Four issues were published in 2016, with a total of 16 articles contained in those issues.  The first issue of Volume 2 is now available online. The online articles are now available at http://www.tandfonline.com/toc/ucor20/2/1?nav=tocList A special issue on Reentry and Reintegration will be published in 2017 as well.
· The editors and editorial board are actively soliciting articles for publication in the journal.  Additionally, the executive board has created a call for editors to succeed Dr. Johnson and will release that call for editors in conjunction with the 2017 ACJS annual meetings.


Corrections Now Newsletter 

· The compilation and production of a Fall 2016 newsletter highlighted a member and provided a call for papers for the ACJSCS’ journal, Corrections: Policy, Practice, and Research; was distributed via email to section members in October 2016.  A reminder for nominations for scholarships and awards was provided.  The newsletter is also available on the ACJS Corrections Section website.  
· Production of the Spring 2017 newsletter will follow the annual ACJS conference with an anticipated publication of May 1, 2017.

· The General Business Meeting/Breakfast Reception will be Friday, March 24, at 7:30 a.m. The agenda is almost finalized. 
· We will once again use t-shirts as a fundraiser for our section.  The final design has been selected and t-shirts have been ordered.  T-shirts will be sold at the section table in the exhibit hall.  
· Because of the ACJS move to an updated website and conferencing system, we will no longer prepare a “Sections of Interest” table for the program.  However, upon arrival at the conference, David May will send an email to section members alerting them about the process through which they can find sections of interest.
